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Arnewood Bridge Road Much worse
than the past several months with the
percentage of speeding traffic suddenly
increasing to a level we have not seen
since last November.

We hope this is not a continuing trend
otherwise we will have to raise its status
to RED.

Durnstown - The new location further up
the hill is most definitely the reason for the
massive reduction in the numbers speeding
Southbound. This week we only monitored
northbound traffic which seemed much
calmer than previously. It may soon be
possible to change its status to green.

Brighton Road remains unchanged and
consequently continues to be worse than
Durnstown. The speeds recorded here are
still far too high for a road that has no
pedestrian walkway and is used heavily by
walkers and cyclists. We were unable to
monitor here this month due to lack of
resource.



Since we conduct SpeedWatch surveys at three clistications on Pitmore Lane, each
having different characteristics, the results fitthem are now shown on separate graphs.

Pitmore Lane South Pitmore Lane Southcontinues to be of
50 grave concern having the highest
45 percentage of speeders. This really needs
40 ¥ enforcement action.
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Pitmore Lane Middle Pitmore Lane Middle still seems fairly
50 calm and almost able to change its status
45 to green.

Pitmore Lane North Pitmore Lane North There were still too
50 many speeding vehicles this month which is
